A Few Minor Differences

« Matthew: 2 men,
not one

« Mark and Luke
accounts are the
same




Healing the bleeding woman
and raicing Jairue’ daughter

Matthew: doesn’t mention that woman
spent all her money on doctors and only
got worse or daughter’s age!

Mark and Luke: Same accounts.




Luke’s Narrative Flow

Parable of the Lamp
Luke 8: 16-18
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No one lights a lamp and hides it in a
clay jar or puts it under a bed. Instead
they put it on a stand so that those
who come in can see the light. For
there is nothing hidden that will not
be disclosed, and nothing concealed
that will not be known or brought out

into the open.
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Therefore consider carefully how you
listen. Whoever has will be given
more: whoever does not have, even
what they think they have will be
taken from them.
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Jesus Rejects His Family
Luke 8: 19-21

Who is my mother and who are my brothers?
Here are my mother and brothers: anyone who
does the will of my Father in heaven.
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Now Jesus’ mother and
brothers came to see him,
but they were not able to get
near him because of the
crowd. Someone told him,
“vour mother and brothers
are standing outside waiting
to see you.



He replied, “ My mother and
brothers are those who hear
God’s word and put it into
practice.”



The Progreccion
The Disciples ask “Who iIs this?”

A Gentile possessed by demons recognizes
Jesus

A suffering woman believes in Jesus’ power

A Jewish girl is raised from the dead
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Luke begins to reveal the truth about
Jesus with these passages.

He hints that secrets are about to be
revealed, that the tension between the
old world emphasis on family ties and
the new world of the gospel is about to
erupt into history.

Later events will unveil what was hidden
in Jesus’ early ministry.
